Clubhouse Task Force Update

The Clubhouse Task Force is still listening to you and your 
ideas, and is still working on those ideas, integrating them into 
the Clubhouse Revitalization Plan and determining if the ideas 
would succeed. The task force has taken a short intermission 
from public meetings due to several causes.

Because of the complexity of the overall program, the task 
force has delayed any presentations. Then the BOD elections 
came up, and the task force believed it best to not take sides in or-
der to maintain the group’s independent status.

We have been considering doing a presentation at the July 
Board meeting, but we are finding that getting everyone together 
this summer for a presentation is becoming difficult due to vaca-
tion and travel. In the meantime, we wish to clarify some miscon-
ceptions we are hearing from various sources.

The clubhouse building is structurally sound but has not kept up 
with the needs of PMCPOA.

The PMCPOA Annual Meeting of Members took place on 
Saturday, June 16, 2018 at 1 p.m. With quorum met, the Board 
election went forward and the new directors were announced.

The bears and their cubs are out in full force this season. If 

you see a bear or bears, do not approach them! The cubs are cute, 
but they have very sharp claws that can hurt you, and the mama 
bear is close by and will protect her cubs. To avoid conflicts with 
our local bears, PMC Patrol strongly advises residents to consid-
er the following:

1. Keep any doors and windows below 7’ high closed and 
locked unless you are in the room. A window or door screen will 
not deter a hungry bear from entering your house, and they can 
open some unlocked solid doors just by pushing their weight

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WILDFIRE EVACUATION TIPS

Emergency Preparedness Committee
In earlier safety tips, we have talked about preparing your home for wild-

fire. We also need to prepare in advance for evacuation in case of a wildfire.

HOW TO BE PREPARED BEFORE WILDFIRE STRIKES
• Plan where to go: a hotel, evacuation center or a friend or family home 

out of the area.
• Plan your evacuation route. We only have two ways in and out of Pine 

Mountain Club. Follow the direction of the emergency personnel as to which 
direction they want you to go.

• Long before a fire threatens, prepare an evacuation checklist. Prepare an 
emergency kit for each member of your family and your pets. Go to ready.
gov for more information on packing an emergency kit.

STAY INFORMED
• Sign up for ReadyKern, the reverse 911 system. You can sign up at Rea-

dyKern.com
• Listen to local television and 1610 a.m.

IF EVACUATION IS A POSSIBILITY
• Locate your Evacuation Checklist and place items in your vehicle.
• Cover yourself up to protect against heat and flying embers. Wear long 

pants, a long-sleeved shirt, heavy shoes/boots, cap, dust mask or dry ban-
dana and goggles or glasses.

• Park your vehicle facing outward and carry your car keys with you.
• Locate pets and keep them nearby.
• Place connected garden hoses and buckets full of water around the 

house.
• Move propane BBQ appliances away from structures.
• Leave lights on in the house and keep the door unlocked.
• Leave windows closed and air conditioning off.
• Remove flammable window shades and curtains.
• Move flammable furniture away from the windows.
• Have a ladder available and place at the corner of the house.
• Seal the attic and ground vents with pre-cut wood.
• Remove flammable items from your deck.
• Take pictures of the inside of all the rooms in the house. Do this now 

and keep the photos on your mobile device.

WHEN TO EVACUATE
Leave as soon as evacuation is recommended by fire officials to avoid be-

ing caught in fire, smoke, or road congestion. Don’t wait to be ordered by 
authorities to leave. Evacuating early also helps firefighters move more free-
ly to do their job. In an intense fire, officials may not have time to knock on 
every door.

against it.
2. Never leave your garage door open 

while the garage is unattended. Bears have 
learned that many garages have freezers 
full of food and garbage cans full of house-
hold trash and will enter and rummage 
around even if there is no food inside.

3. Never leave any food, dog food, cat 
food, candy, soda, etc. in your vehicle. 
Bears can rip the door off a car easily and 
many people have suffered extensive dam-
age to their vehicles in the recent past.

A Reminder: A fed bear is a dead bear! 
Please remember – complacency regard-
ing PMCPOA wildlife rules have caused 
bears to lose their lives in the past. PMC-
POA has a zero-tolerance policy for feed-
ing wildlife -- whether intentional or un-

intentional -- and citations will be issued 
with the possibility of a fine of up to $500 
for a first offense.

Article 7 of the PMC Rules regarding 
wildlife are as follows: 

“The feeding of bears, mountain lions, 
bobcats, raccoons, foxes and/or coyotes is 
strictly prohibited on any lot or other por-
tion of the Pine Mountain Development. 
This prohibition will be strictly enforced.      
The association shall investigate all re-
ports of feeding wildlife; if deemed a vi-
olation, a citation shall be issued and the

notified.”

Please follow the association rules and 
DO NOT FEED the bears or leave trash 
outside. Take your trash to the Transfer 
Site often to keep the bears’ temptation at 
bay. The Transfer Site is open from 8:30 
a.m. to 5 p.m. every day, and stays open 
until 7 p.m. on Thursdays during bear sea-
son.

Pertinent Info About 
Service Animals in 
Public Spaces

Reprinted from Disability Rights
CA Fact Sheet

As we all know, discrimination against 
persons with disabilities is against the law.
There are specific laws and regulations 
outlining the rights of people with disabil-
ities, including the use of service animals.

People with disabilities do not have a 
right to bring emotional support animals 
into businesses or public spaces. That right 
only applies to service animals. Therefore, 
if you are seeking access to these places, it 
is important to know whether your animal 
qualifies as a service animal.

A “service animal” is a dog that is indi-
vidually trained to perform work or tasks that 
benefit a person with a disability, including a 
physical, sensory, psychiatric, intellectual, or 
other type of mental disability.” An animal is 
not a service animal if its mere presence ben-
efits the individual with a disability.

Some examples of tasks that ser-
vice animals perform include: turning on 
lights, picking up objects, providing sta-
bility, tactile stimulation and deep pres-
sure therapy for the handler. If the cue is 
not an intentional command from the han-
dler, the dog’s recognition and response 
would be service dog work. Examples of 
service dog work include (but are not lim-
ited to) preventing or interrupting impul-
sive or destructive behaviors, reminding 
the individual to take medication, and re-
moving a disoriented individual from a 
dangerous situations. There is no specific 
legal requirement as to the amount or type 
of work a service animal must provide for 
the benefit of the disabled person.

The only requirement to be a service 
animal is that the dog be individually 
trained to benefit the person with a disabil-
ity. A service animal may be trained by a 
professional, a friend, a family member, or 
the person with a disability.

Under the ADA, a service dog is not re-
quired to be registered as a service dog, or 
wear a special tag or vest identifying it as a 
service animal. California law provides for 
local animal control departments to issue 

identification tags to people who use and 
train service animals. However, unless the 
dog is a service animal in training, the tags 
are not required and do not establish that 
an animal is a service animal under the law.

Unless there is a reason to believe that 
an animal poses a threat to health or safety, 
a business or government official can ask 
only two questions to determine whether 
an animal qualifies as a service animal: 1) 
Is the animal required because of the han-
dler’s disability?; and 2) What work or 

task has the animal been trained to per-
form? Under California law, misrepre-
senting that a dog is a trained service an-
imal is a misdemeanor punishable by up 
to six months imprisonment and/or up to a 
$1,000 fine (Penal Code Section 365.7(a)).

Businesses and public spaces are not 
required to allow access to service ani-
mals that pose a direct threat to others, are 
not under the handler’s care and control, 
or would fundamentally alter the nature 
of the goods, services or programs pro-
vided by the business or government enti-
ty. A “direct threat” is a significant risk to 
the health or safety of others that cannot be 
eliminated by a modification of policies, 
practices, or procedures, or by the provi-
sion of auxiliary aids or services. For ex-
ample, a dog that bites without provoca-
tion may present a direct threat.

Excluding a service animal based on 
a direct threat must depend upon the actu-
al behavior of the particular animal, not on

so that it will better meet today’s needs. The 
task force results are to be a suggestive pro-
gram designed by a highly qualified group of 
professionals in the architecture, design and 
construction fields. The group was formed to 
find affordable solutions by keeping the de-
sign appearance similar to today’s mountain 
lodge look and using as much of the current 
complex as possible.

The task force is not responsible for the 
financial efforts needed to create a revital-
ized clubhouse. However, we are always con-
scious of what building costs are and how they 
can be lessened. The task force is not involved 
in the funding of any clubhouse revitalization; 
this is up to the Board of Directors and the Fi-
nance Committee. These groups will coordi-
nate on the changes suggested within the re-
vitalization program. The yearly assessments 
are controlled by the Board.

All meetings have been open to dis-
cussion by everyone attending. This has 
been a process of teaching many of the in-
tricacies of design and architecture. PMC 
members have been notified of our meet-
ings by several sources, and it is their re-
sponsibility to attend so they understand 
what is being considered.

We have continually said that the club-
house should be maintained, the same way 
a house, car and body should be main-
tained. Parts of the clubhouse should also 
be altered to bring them up to today’s

‘SERVICE’ Continued from page 4
assumptions or stereotypes about how the 
animal, or the animal’s breed, might behave.

A service animal must always be un-
der the care and control of its handler, or 
someone designated by the handler. A per-
son with a disability can be asked to re-
move his or her service animal from the 
premises if the animal is out of control and 
the animal’s handler does not take effec-
tive action to control it, or if the animal is 
not housebroken.

Generally, a service animal must have a 
harness, leash or other tether. However, if 
the handler is unable to use a harness, leash 
or other tether because of disability, or if the 
use of a tether would interfere with the ser-
vice animal’s safe, effective performance 
of work or tasks, the handler may use oth-
er means to keep the animal under control.

A business or government entity can-
not require a person with a disability to 
pay a deposit or surcharge in order to be 
accompanied by a service animal, even 
if that is their policy for pets. If a public 
accommodation or public entity ordinari-
ly charges its guests for damage caused to 

the premises, it may charge the owner of a 
service animal for similar damage.

Service animals in training are not 
covered under the ADA. However, the 
California Disabled Persons Act allows 
people with disabilities, and individuals 
who train service animals, to bring a dog 
into any public place for the purpose of 
training the dog to provide a disability-
related service.

The dog must be on a leash, and must 
wear a county-issued tag that identifies the 
dog as a service or assistance animal in 
training. The dog’s handler will be liable 
for any damage that the dog does to the 
premises or facilities.

Response: We are reaching out to 
someone with knowledge of the mistletoe 
fungus and hope you will be seeing an ar-
ticle about this in the Condor soon.

• On a trip to the green waste site, I 
noticed pine needles being loaded onto a 
truck. Curious, I asked why. I learned pine 
needles go to the dump. This is good or-
ganic material, and it seems a shame to 
waste it. Has the club considered com-
posting it? There’s a good market also for 
raw “pine straw.” It is used to mulch ac-
id-loving plants and shrubs. My mom and 
dad, with 130 pine trees of their own, used 
to pay good money at the nursery for pine 

straw. “Pine Mountain Pine Straw” has a 
nice ring to it, eh?

Response: Thank you for the sugges-
tion. We currently grind up the pine nee-
dles with the wood to make wood chips. 
We were wondering why the soil here is 
always so dark and lush.

• It would be convenient if current cop-
ies of the Association's charter and bylaws 
were posted on the PMCPOA website. Are 
they? I don't see them.
