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Don’t Forget: Water
Conservation is Still Important

California had a pretty good winter last year in terms of pre-
cipitation. However, it’s important to remember that we are al-
ways just one dry winter away from a drought, and that we should
never stop conserving water. The California Department of Wa-
ter Resources (CDWR) has this to say about water conservation:

We encourage all Californians to em-
brace wise water use as a daily habit, whether we are experienc-
ing a year of heavy or meager rain.”

Indoor Conservation Tips

¢ Fix leaks, including leaky toilets

¢ Install high-efficiency toilets, aerators on bathroom faucets
and water-efficient shower heads

* Take shorter (five-minute) showers
¢ Track your water bill and meter to curtail water use
¢ Turn off water when brushing teeth or shaving

* Use dishwashers and washing machines with full loads only

Outdoor Conservation Tips

¢ Plant drought-tolerant/resistant plants and trees

* Recycle indoor water to use on plants

* Refrain from watering your home landscape when it rains

* Replace your grass/turf with water-wise plants

¢ Use a broom to clean driveways, patios and sidewalks in-
stead of water from a hose

* Water your outdoor landscape earlier in the day when tem-
peratures are cooler

Prepare Your Home for Winter
PMCPOA Emergency Preparedness Committee

Winter is coming! Have you taken steps to prepare your home for the cold
weather? Here are recommendations on how to do so:

® Check your smoke alarms and carbon monoxide detectors. Change the bat-
teries at least twice a year. As of July 1, 2011, it became state law in California for
carbon monoxide detectors to be installed in homes that have an attached garage,
fireplace, wood stove or gas heater or appliance.

* Have heating equipment and chimneys cleaned and inspected every year by
* Check all the weather-stripping around windows and door frames for leaks

* Clean gutters of leaves and pine needles.

* Trim overgrown branches back from the house and electrical wires to pre-
vent iced-over, windswept branches from causing property damage or a power

* Insulate hot and cold water pipes in the crawlspace under your house as
well as in the basement, attic and exterior walls with snap foam insulation.
Make sure foam insulation fits tightly without gaps. Apply duct tape to joints
in insulation and miter foam around elbows, so joint-in pipes are complete-

* Consider wrapping problem pipes with UL-approved heat tape that has a
built-in thermostat to prevent overheating.

* Turn off your sprinkler system and drain the water.
* Disconnect and drain garden hoses.

* If you will be away from your home for an extended time, turn off water to

Sheriff Offers Home
Security Camera
Registry Program

If you have cameras on your home and
would like to register with the Kern Coun-
ty Sheriff’s Office to share video when
necessary, please go to https://www.kern-
sheriff.org and click on the “Camera Reg-
istry Program” to sign up.

The registry program is designed for
residents and businesses to register pri-
vately owned video surveillance systems
to deter crime, or, in the event of a crime,
to provide video footage. The goal of the

program is to reduce crime, assist law en-
forcement with investigations and to in-
crease public safety.

There is no fee to register. Terms
and conditions for the program are out-
lined on the KCSO website. Once you
have successfully registered, you will
receive a confirmation email from the
Kern County Sheriff’s Office. Annu-
al emails will be sent to confirm that
contact and camera information are still
current.

You will only be contacted if an inci-
dent has occurred in your area. Sheriff’s
Office personnel will request a copy of
your video surveillance, which may assist
in any investigation. Registration is com-
pletely voluntary.

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What is Natural

Horsemanship?

Lori Harmon, PMCPOA Equestrian
Manager
Natural Horsemanship (NH), some-
times referred to as “Horse Whispering,”
really has nothing to do with literal whis-
pering. The phrase is probably still a good
representation of what NH is all about,
however, because “whispering” connotes
a “softness” approach, and that indeed is
what NH is about. But, it’s about more
than just that.

NH is the art of working, schooling
and riding with horses in a manner that
works with the horse’s behavior, instincts
and personality, not against it, and in an
easy and kind manner. Here are a few ex-
amples:

» Using gentle guidance rather than
force or mechanical devices.

» Using pressure and release to guide
the horse to learn, and to understand that
the horse learns from the release of that
pressure, not the pressure itself.

* A refined sense of timing of the re-
lease of pressure along with a sense of
“feel.”

« Patience — each horse is an individu-
al, therefore, each learns at a different rate
of speed, and each has unique issues to
get past. So, patience always, in order to
flow with a horse’s natural learning curve
rhythm!

» Compassion — to help nurture the
horse through any fears it may have.

¢ A deep understanding of Prey Animal
Psychology.

I have worked with hundreds of hors-
es in my lifetime, and I can tell you there
are generally no bad horses, only con-
fused horses. Boy, I wish I had a penny
for every time a horse owner said to me,
“My horse is stubborn.” Or, “My horse
bucks.” Or, “My horse has bad habits.”
Or,“My horse is spooky.” Or, “My horse
is aggressive.” If I did, well, heck, I’d be
rich!

There really are no horse problems,
only people problems. This one is some-

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A Message from the Chairman

We have received a con-
tract for the new pool and it
has been forwarded to the
Board of Directors for their
review prior to a meeting to | *
consider for approval. As /

you may recall, a resolution was passed last
March to fund Phases 1 & 2 using a com-
bination of retained earnings and reserve
funds to pay for these phases. The dollar
amount has yet to be finalized. We are cur-
rently awaiting approval from Kern County
on the preliminary plans for Phase 1 before
continuing forward, as the construction of
the restrooms adjacent to the pool must be
completed and approved simultaneously in
order to utilize both facilities.

Once again, [ would like to remind resi-
dents to be mindful of exterior lighting that
is distracting with respect to your neigh-
bors and the neighborhood. We encouraged
members to light up their homes to prevent
and protect their homes earlier this year. |
have heard stories (and complaints) about
lights left on continuously at night that
extend beyond the home into neighbors’
homes — and that is not the intention of pro-
tecting a home with exterior lights. Motion
detector lights on timers are effective and

minimally intrusive. Please be considerate
and re-evaluate your exterior lighting.

An email blast was sent out a few
weeks ago regarding SB323. We will be
seeking advice on how to best implement
these laws impacting our association and
the members to both comply with the law
and best serve our members.

I submitted a resolution to remove By-
laws 10.08 and 10.10 at the October Board
meeting. The decision to do so was not ar-
bitrary nor without immense thought, re-
search and consideration to the issues at
hand. This resolution isn’t about circum-
venting the will of some members nor
spending or borrowing a million dollars —
it’s about following the rules, our govern-
ing documents and the civil code.

Our legal counsel provided opin-
ions that these bylaws conflicted with our
CC&Rs and civil code before these by-
laws were placed on the ballot in 2017
and more recently — specifically, sections
3.2(a), 3.2(d) and 3.2(q) of the CC&Rs
and Civil Code 4775 — and it is the opin-
ion of our legal counsel that these bylaws
are unenforceable. Our CC&Rs (and Civil
Code 4205) provide for a hierarchy of our
governing documents, and when conflicts

occur, the CC&Rs shall prevail.

What is the conflict if you don’t already
know? The Board has been given the au-
thority and directed to manage and main-
tain the association, and that authority was
granted without monetary restrictions to do
so. | absolutely understand the concerns
about overspending and massive debt, but
I see no evidence nor have I participated in
any discussions that involve either.

I pulled this resolution from the October
agenda and tabled it for next month. If this
resolution were to pass, following our own
procedures, these bylaws would be submit-
ted to the membership for a vote at the next
election to repeal or retain. I will mention
this process does not violate the law, our
governing documents or civil code.

I’ve modified this message from my
verbal report at the October meeting due to
space. If you would like to listen to more
details on some of these topics, please
view the videotape of my report presented
during the meeting.

The holiday season is fast approaching,
with Thanksgiving just a few short weeks
ahead. We have much to be thankful for
in our community, and I hope you enjoy
this time.

understand and maybe accept. The truth
is, without man, horses do just fine! Most
horse problems are man-made problems.

— predator psychology is instituted, and
problems arise.

sure we went forward with the clubhouse
revitalization,” she said. “Over the years,
I’ve seen the condition of the clubhouse
drop in quality and lose usable space for
the members. Our community now has
the most homes in its history, and there
will continue to be more demand on our
failing facilities.” She continued, “No
one, rich or poor, wants to spend more
money just to maintain what we already
have, but maintenance, replacements
and upgrades are overdue, and, unfortu-
nately, they all cost money. It’s time to
move ahead with the much-needed re-
pairs, replacements and improvements
at the most efficient cost.”

Acosta has served on the PMCPOA
Board twice before this current term,
and has served on the Budget and Fi-
nance Committee. “I believe the current
Board members work well together and
all seem diligent and serious about their
role in running the association,” she
said. “During my first term, the air was
contentious. My second term was not as
contentious, but I felt that we didn’t get
much done. I’'m enjoying being on the
Board now not only because I’m work-
ing with people who are focused on im-
portant matters, but also because I’m re-
tired and I can devote much more time
as Treasurer than I had in the past. I be-
lieve we will get a lot of good things
done during my term.”

The biggest challenge in being a
Board member, she said, is heading off
destructive rumors and trying to educate
people about PMC’s governing process.
“Unfortunately, a few people start dis-
cussing issues without verifying facts,

Acosta said that one of her biggest
successes in serving on the Board pre-
viously was to purchase the generator
for the clubhouse. At the time, she said
some people complained that it was too
expensive. “But after more than 15 years
of use, the generator has proved to be in-
valuable during emergencies and power
outages.”

Acosta said she enjoys being retired
in PMC, and can’t imagine a better place
to spend her retirement. “I love PMC for
the rabbits and birds in my yard, the qui-
et, the people who are like family who al-
ways wave and say “Hi” as I pass by, even
if [ don’t know who they are, and for being
able to dance like a teenager at the Club on
Saturday night.”
