Election Committee
It’s PMCPOA election season again, and the buzz is defi-

nitely in the air. A reminder that the filing deadline for potential 
PMCPOA Board of Director candidates is Tuesday, April 9 at 5 
p.m. Letters of Intent, the Candidate Filing Form, the biography/
resume and the signed Acknowledgment of Election Materials 
form are all due at that time.

Once the Board of Directors approves the Election Packet 
during its April meeting, the Corporate Secretary will direct that 
the approved packet be submitted for printing.

The next step in the PMC election process is the “Meet the 
Candidates” members’ open forums, which are scheduled this 
year on Saturday, April 27 from 1-3 p.m. and Friday evening, 

May 10th, from 7-9 p.m. Both are in the Condor Room. The fo-
rums are hosted by the Election Committee and moderated by the 
Corporate Secretary.

These forums are question-and-answer sessions in which can-
didates may state their opinion or position. Please note that the 
forums have been modified as follows due to the number of can-
didates and time constraints:

1. Member questions will be submitted on 3x5 cards, which will 
be sorted into four (4) categories: general, candidate specific, inappro-

Board Accepts First Two Phases 
of Clubhouse Revitalization

Brent J Bennett, Chairman, Clubhouse Task Force
At the last Board of Directors meeting on March 16th, af-

ter 1-1/2 years of hard work by seven professional members, the 
Board accepted the Clubhouse Task Force (CTF)/Gwynne Pugh of 
Urban Studio (the architect) long-range revitalization of the PMC 
clubhouse complex. They had previously accepted the whole pro-
gram, but since it is phased, they accepted Phase 1 and Phase 2 to 
start the revitalization process. They also voted to fund those two 
phases, with the funding to be worked out later. 

Throughout the discussion, the membership’s warm acceptance 
of the program was apparent, as was the members’ fervent desire to 
start the revitalization after so many years of mis-starts.

Phase 1 fills in the current swimming pool at the end of this sea-
son, and at the same time grades and paves the area between the 
pool and the clubhouse, creating a road from the upper parking lot 
down to the Pro Shop level. The filled pool will become the area 
for the future administration building. That new road becomes an 
ADA-acceptable means of reaching the lower clubhouse level for 
ADA access to the Condor Cafe, the Rec Room and the Concerts on 
the Greens. It also allows delivery access to the Condor Cafe dur-
ing Phase 2 pool construction. The current upper level Condor Bar/
Lounge path will be rebuilt to ADA standards, providing easier ac-
cess to the upper level off the clubhouse. These two things solve al-
most all of the ADA problems with the current clubhouse. Future 
phases of the long-term program provide more ADA access points.

Phase 2 of the long-term program is the creation of a new, larg-

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FLAMMABLE AND COMBUSTIBLE 
LIQUID SAFETY

Emergency Preparedness Committee
Oil-based paints, stains and varnishes are often used for home improvement 

projects. It is common to use rags to wipe up spills or clean brushes. But wet 
rags can ignite on their own. They can start a fire if not handled carefully. The 
same is true of the liquids themselves.

The oils used in oil-based paints and stains release heat as they dry. If the 
heat is not released in the air, it builds up. That is why a pile of oily rags can 
be dangerous. As the rags dry, the heat is trapped and builds up and can finally 
cause a fire. Vapors from flammable and combustible liquids can ignite, caus-
ing a fire.

There are many commonly used flammable liquids. Gasoline, lacquers, nail 
polish and nail polish remover are just a few examples. There are also many 
commonly used combustible liquids. Paint thinner, kerosene, and oil-based 
paints and stains are some examples.

Here are some safety tips to help:

RAGS WET WITH PAINT AND STAIN
 • Never leave cleaning rags in a pile. At the end of the day, take the rags 

outside to dry.
• Hang the rags outside or spread them on the ground. Weigh them down so 

they don’t blow away. Make sure they are not in a pile. Keep them away from 
buildings.

• Put dried rags in a metal container. Make sure the cover is tight. Fill the 
container with a water and detergent solution.

LIQUIDS THAT CAN CATCH FIRE
• Flammable and combustible liquids should not be used near an open flame. 

Do not smoke when working with these liquids.
• If you spill liquids on your clothing, remove your clothing and place it out-

side to dry. Once dry, clothing can be laundered.
• Keep liquids in their original containers. Keep them tightly capped or 

sealed. Never store the liquids in glass containers.

GASOLINE
• Use gasoline only as motor fuel. Never use it as a cleaner. Never use it to 

break down grease. Never bring gasoline indoors, even in small amounts.
• Store gasoline ONLY in a container that is sold for that purpose. Make sure 

the container is tightly capped when not is use. NEVER store gasoline contain-
ers in a basement or in the occupied space of a building. Keep them in an out-
building, a detached garage, or a shed outdoors.

FACTS:
• An average of 1,600 home fires per year are caused by instances of spon-

taneous combustion or chemical reaction!
• An average of 800 home fires per year are started when oily rags catch fire 

or are ignited!

PMC Board of Directors Meeting Highlights

These are highlights of the Board of 
Directors open meeting of March 16, 
2019. Complete minutes are available 
at the Business Office or online at www.
pinemountainclub.net after their approval 
at the next Board meeting. In the regular 
open meeting, Chair Bill Gurtner called 
the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.  Nine 
directors attended: Sandy Browne, John 
Cantley, Bill Gurtner, Peggy Hoyt-Voelk-
er, Bill Lewis II, Steve Burkett, Dianne 
Pennington, Bryan Skelly and Phyllis 
Throckmorton. Also in attendance were 
General Manager Karin Shulman and Re-
cording Secretary Grace Wollemann.

There were three (3) Committee Ap-
plications for approval. The Board ac-

knowledged receipt of “Committee-Ap-
proved Committee Minutes for Board 
Review.” There were zero (0) Environ-
mental Control Committee Projects and 
zero (0) Cottage Industry permits submit-
ted for approval. 

Chairman Bill Gurtner presented the 
Chair’s report. General Manager Karin 
Shulman presented the General Manager’s 
report. Treasurer Bill Lewis II presented 
the Treasurer’s Report.

MOTION by Director Lewis II, SEC-
OND by Director Burkett to ratify the re-
view of the Association’s operating ac-
counts, reserve accounts, financials, bank 
reconciliations, monthly income statement 
and monthly expense statement, check 
register, monthly general ledger and delin-

quent assessment receivable reports. MO-
TION carried.

BOARD ACTION ITEMS: 
OLD BUSINESS: None
NEW BUSINESS:
MOTION by Director Browne, SEC-

OND by Director Hoyt-Voelker to ap-
prove RESOLUTION #01-03-16-19, the 
Master Plan as presented by the architect 
on Feb. 23, 2019, described as “Pathway 
1” as defined by the architect, as the offi-
cial Master Plan for the Clubhouse com-
plex. Directors Browne, Cantley, Gurtner, 
Hoyt-Voelker, Lewis II, Burkett, Penning-
ton and Throckmorton approved. Director 
Skelly opposed.  MOTION carried.

The March Board meeting may well have 
been the longest on record. At the same time, 
it will be remembered as a turning point in 
the long and complex search for a reasonable 
approach to our facilities requirements. The 
Board formally approved a Master Plan as 
developed by the Facilities Task Force and 
designed by Gwynne Pugh, our architect 
who presented his plan to the Board and the 
members on Feb. 23 of this year. The plan is 
available on our website for your review, is 
broken down into a series of phases, and of-
fers a budget layout by phase.

Now that we have a Master Plan in place, 
we can begin the process of addressing our 
future needs. In keeping with this, the Board 
approved the implementation of Phases 1&2 
of the Master Plan which would, among oth-
er things, replace the existing pool and solve a 
number of ADA and access issues. The hope 
is that we will be ready to proceed at the close 
of this year’s pool season, and open up the 
new pool beginning in the spring of 2020. A 
lot of work needs to be done before any of 
that is possible. The Board needs to select an 
architect to oversee the project, bid packages 
will need to be developed and a full bidding 
process will need to be accomplished.  Fund-
ing for phases 1&2 will come from our re-

tained earnings and the reserve account, with 
the final “not to exceed” price determined in 
consultation with the architect.

Implementation of the Facilities Mas-
ter Plan will require the Board to address 
issues of funding and timing. The fact that 
we have added the clubhouse and the pool 
to the reserve account this year provides a 
very real funding source that could, over 
time, eliminate the need for incurring debt 
to complete the project. There is much 
more to be done, but a truly significant step 
was taken by the Board in March. Years of 
work has brought us this far. I have every 
hope that this is a real beginning.

When major changes occur, we tend to 
forget the remarkable effort and commit-
ment behind such a move. Over the last sev-
eral years and a number of Boards, the is-
sue of the state of our facilities and what to 
do about it has consumed many hours. Ev-
eryone has had an opinion. (And I mean ev-
eryone.) Special thanks to Brent Bennett, 
Gwynne Pugh and the Facilities Task force 
for picking up the project -- when it seemed 
at times that nothing could be accomplished 
-- and producing a realistic Master Plan.

Roy Samuelson presented the final report 

of the Short-Term Rental Task Force to the 
Board. Their recommendation has been for-
warded to legal counsel for review. The Gov-
erning Documents Committee is preparing 
regulations based on their recommendations, 
and will forward the results to the Board. 
Many thanks to the members for their efforts.

We also announced a Town Hall meeting 
on April 27 from 10 a.m. to 12 p.m. to dis-
cuss the future of the AT&T wireless project. 
The Board needs to determine our willing-
ness to proceed or to decline, or the opportu-
nity will be gone. Please come and listen to 
what AT&T has to say. There are questions 
that need to be answered before we proceed.

The Board will soon establish the as-
sessment amount for the coming fiscal 
year. The budget work group and staff are 
still working on several unresolved issues 
before the Board votes on it in April.

Elections to fill three retiring Board seats 
will be here before you know it, and the dead-
line to declare your intent to run is April 9. 
There is no more important contribution you 
can make to your community than to partic-
ipate. Think about it. “Someone else should 
do it,” or, “It’s too much trouble” are not good 
answers. If you want a voice, participate.

MOTION by Director Browne, SEC-
OND by Director Hoyt-Voelker to ap-
prove RESOLUTION #03-03-16-19, the 
implementation of Phases 1 & 2 of the 
Strategic Plan as presented by the architect 
to the Board on Feb. 23, 2019. Directors 
Browne, Cantley, Burkett, Pennington and 
Throckmorton approved. Directors Hoyt-
Voelker, Lewis II and Skelly opposed. Di-
rector Gurtner abstained. MOTION car-
ried.  

TABLED - MOTION by Director 
Browne, SECOND by Director Burkett to 
table RESOLUTION #04-03-16-19, the 
development of a bylaw to disallow Board 

members from becoming a voting mem-
ber of a standing committee subject to the 
Governing Documents Committee review. 
MOTION carried.

MOTION by Director Lewis II, SEC-
OND by Director Throckmorton to ap-
prove RESOLUTION #05-03-16-19, re-
vision to the Pine Mountain Club User 
Fee Schedule. MOTION carried unani-
mously.

MOTION by Director Skelly, SEC-
