Election Season is Upon Us
The PMCPOA election season continues, and the candi-

This 
year, the annual Meeting of the Members and election take 
place on Saturday, June 18 at 1 p.m.

The corporate secretary also determines and notifies the 
candidates of the “Meet the Candidates” members’ open fo-
rums hosted by the Election Committee and moderated by 
the corporate secretary or their designee. These forums have 
been conducted via video for the past two years due to the 
pandemic.

Time to Bring in Bird Feeders

April 1st is the date that all bird seed, nuts, suet and humming-
bird feeders must be taken down from outside your homes.

Association Rule 7.03(a) states: Feeding wild birds and squir-
rels is prohibited between April 1 and November 1 of any given 
year as a public safety effort to prevent property damage by bears 
and avoid human-bear interaction.

This past winter was very mild, and the bears didn’t retreat to 
their dens for their usual winter naps; at least not for very long. 
They are already wandering around town, checking people’s 
decks, carports and garages for goodies. Bird feeders, pet food 
and candy/chips/snacks left outside or in cars will invariably draw 
and keep bears in town. It also results in major car damage and 
breaking into houses, garages and sheds. Don’t let this happen to 
you, or your neighbors!

Of course, deliberate feeding of bears or other wildlife is a vi-
olation of PMC Association rules, and against California Fish and 
Wildlife regulations. The fines for these violations are quite hefty.

Enjoy our wildlife from a safe distance!

Our World of Nature
How to tell a Good Plant from a Bad Plant

There are many wild plants (trees, shrubs, flowers, grasses, 

etc.) found in our mountains in and around Pine Mountain Club 
(PMC). In addition to this native flora, we humans have brought 
in other species, sometimes accidentally, and sometimes inten-
tionally. A few of these introduced plants (also called non-na-

tives) have flourished in the 
wild and have become prob-
lems. Some have replaced 
native vegetation, some 
have become obnoxious 
weeds in our gardens and a 
few are even poisonous to 
animals, such as horses.

These unwanted new-
comers are referred to as 
noxious weeds. This arti-
cle focuses on two of these 
noxious weeds: yellow star 

thistle and spotted knapweed. Both are members of the sunflow-
er family, and both have found a home in PMC, despite the fact 
that efforts have been made to rid the community of these ‘vil-

Home for a Wildfire.” The PMCPOA Emergency Preparedness Committee, Pine 
Mountain Club CERT and the Fire Safe Council will host the event. Kern County 
Fire Department and U.S. Forest Service personnel will be there to answer ques-
tions on clearances and how to protect your home. We will show a short video 
called “Ready Set Go,” which demonstrates how to prepare for a wildfire. After 
the film, there will be an open forum time to ask questions of our Fire Personnel 
and gather information. Do you know the latest Kern County Fire Hazard Reduc-
tion Guidelines?

While wildfires are a natural part of California’s landscape, the fire season 
in California and across the West is starting earlier and ending later each year. 
Warmer spring and summer temperatures, reduced snowpack and earlier spring 
snowmelt create longer and more intense moisture stress on vegetation and make 
forests more susceptible to severe wildfires. We are under severe drought condi-
tions at this time.

Pine Mountain Club is surrounded by forest land, which makes our communi-
ty susceptible to wildfires. Are you and your home prepared for a wildfire? There 
are many things you can do to help protect your home in a wildfire and prepare 
yourself and your family on how to deal with a wildfire, the first of which is to at-
tend the April 9th meeting and gather information and talk to the firefighters.

There will be Emergency Preparedness and fire information handouts, displays 
and goodies.

It was good to see a 
large and enthusiastic 
crowd in the Condor Café 
to celebrate St. Patrick’s 
Day. It was all good – the 
food, the green drinks, the 
entertainment, and the atmosphere. I hope 
we can continue this positive momen-
tum for our members into the spring and 
through the summer and beyond.

We conducted our first experiment in live 
streaming at the board meeting in March to 
provide members the online opportunity to 
minimally view the proceedings and hear 
discussions. The only “technical flaw” for 
the virtual audience known to us occurred 
when the podium microphone for members 
wasn’t activated in the room for the first two 
speakers during the member’s forum. The 
image and audio were good and overall, the 
first attempt went well.  

Our second experiment in streaming 
will address the “chat” option to access 
written communications from those mem-
bers online. I appreciate the input we’ve 
received thus far from a few members and 
our staff. If you were online and have in-
put not addressed herein, please send me 
an email.  

Our efforts to eliminate illegal mar-
ijuana grow houses in PMC continues. 
We were contacted recently by a repre-
sentative for California State Assembly-
man Vince Fong, who offered to assist us 
as they reach out to various state agen-
cies, the Department of Cannabis Con-
trol, Southern California Edison, and Con-
gressman Kevin McCarthy’s office, to 
seek guidance and assistance from a fed-
eral level to include the Drug Enforcement 
Agency. Please continue to observe from a 
distance and report suspicious activities to 
our patrol office, where the information is 
being compiled and shared with the Sher-
iff’s department.

We interviewed prospective “project 
managers” this past month who – if hired - 
will assist us in putting together final num-
bers for the clubhouse revitalization so we 
can soon share that information with mem-
bers and determine how we might move 
forward to fund this project. These inter-
views have been beneficial in helping us to 
learn more about the process that includes 
acquisition of fees, permits, insurance, and 
other associated costs not included with-
in the cost estimation of the physical con-
struction.  This manager would also over-

see the pre-construction and construction 
phases of the project on our behalf. I hope 
to share more information soon that will 
include a “town hall meeting” to update 
members on the project and cost.

The presentation of our upcoming bud-
get open meeting last month was well re-
ceived despite the current proposed as-
sessment increase of $164. As you should 
know, our assessments increased only $20 
in total the past two years to purposefully 
keep assessments low despite trends and 
other factors that recommended signifi-
cant more increases to include larger con-
tributions to our Reserve Fund.  

Our accounting manager, Beth Black-
mon, has done an excellent job showing 
where we have cut costs for the coming 
year and where increases were almost un-
avoidable due to current inflation and the 
necessity to strengthen our Reserve Fund. 
The video of the budget presentation and 
the presentation itself is available on our 
website. I encourage you to view the pre-
sentation and pay close attention to the in-
creases and decreases articulated within 
that proposal.

I would like to explain what an A-2 
Project Form is.  The A-2 form is used for 
projects that cost $10,000 or more to do. 
Here are a couple of examples. The Pick-
leball Club put together a very compre-
hensive A-2 Project Form; they did their 
homework and brought in vendors to look 
at a couple of different areas and put in a 
proposal for one tennis court to be turned 
into a permanent pickleball court at about 
$77,711, or to build two new courts by the 
park for about $179,000. Another exam-
ple: Two years ago, our Golf Maintenance 
Department put through an A-2 Project 
Form to install a shed to store equipment 
so that it is not out in the elements.

The Bocci Ball court is a project for the en-
tire community coming from the Recreation 
Department. Bocci Ball is something that 
has been talked about for several years by 
the Greens and Grounds Committee. While 
there was a RESOLUTION presented at 
the last board meeting not to exceed $4,000, 
the actual amount is more like $2,950 com-
ing from the Contingency Fund. We have the 
wood, we have staff to build it and it should 
be a lot of fun for everyone. You do have to 
have your own Bocci Ball set.

The St. Patrick’s Day Dinner in the 
lounge last month, with Meridian provid-
ing live music, made for a great time. I 
heard how excellent the corned beef was. 
We have an Easter Brunch coming this 
month, and a Mother’s Day Tea coming 
up, so watch for those announcements.

The Dog Park opened yesterday after-
noon. Thank you everyone for your pa-
tience while the grant work for fire miti-
gation was being done. It looks very nice 
and dead trees and brush were removed. 
This makes for a healthy forest. Remember 
in California, fire season is now year-long. 
When fire is on the ground, it is easier to 
fight. Once fire goes up into the trees and 
canopy, that is when air support is called in 
and the fire can easily get out of control. It 
is important for the association to be pro-
active instead of re-active. We will be start-
ing on the Department of Agriculture Grant 
next, so we are making some headway.

At the time of this writing, we have some 
job openings for anyone who would like a 
seasonal part-time job. We have openings 
for pool attendants, for a Transfer Site work-
er, a seasonal server and an on-call Equestri-
an Center worker. We also need two season-
al part-time golf maintenance staff members. 
If you or anyone you know is interested,

Illegal Fires 
Continue to 
Threaten PMC 

Violations continue for exterior fires 
and open barbecues using wood. There is 
a zero tolerance for these violations and 
warnings will not likely be given. Our fire 
danger in PMC is real and one spark or 
ember flying off could threaten our entire 
community.

Recent fines have been levied at 
$1,000 for first offenses. One member was 
fined $1,500 for a second offense. Recent 
violations have involved short-term rent-

ers. Owners are reminded they are fully 
responsible for violations by renters. It is 
highly recommended to remove any fire 
pit or similar receptacle on a property that 
might be used to start an exterior fire.

EC Code Rule 7.13 C: There shall be 
no exterior fires whatsoever except for 
barbeques in confined receptacles de-
signed for such purposes. Pellet smokers 
and propane, charcoal, and electric bar-
beques are permitted with a minimum 
15-foot clearance from combustible ma-
terial. Residents shall take all reasonable 
precautions to minimize smoke and elim-
inate sparks.  (A fine for this section is 
currently “up to $1,000” for the first of-
fense.)

lains.’ Each species starts out in the spring 
as a rather harmless-looking ground-hug-
ging rosette of leaves (Fig.1). Both species 
soon mature into robust upright weeds.

Yellow star thistle has bright yellow 
flower heads, but its thorns make it appear 
inhospitable.  The spotted knapweed has 
very attractive purple aster-like blooms 
and does not bear the threatening thorns.

Yellow star thistle (Fig. 2) once cov-
ered several of our vacant lots and much 

of the strips of land between Mil Potrero 
Highway and some of the frontage roads. 
Back in the 1990s, several residents made 
efforts to control this infestation by hand-
pulling the plants. However, after each 
season of hard work, the weed came back 
as vigorous and numerous as before. The 
volunteers got discouraged and gave up 
the project.

Beginning in 2001, some of us volun-
teered to start the project again, this time 
with a greater understanding of star this-
tle’s life history. The plant is an annual, 
sprouting from seed each spring, grow-
ing vigorously and producing thousands 
of seeds for each plant. By fall, the thorny 
plants die. Some of the seeds sprout the 
next spring to start the process all over. 
When the plants are removed, they need 
to be pulled before the seeds develop on 
the plant. If the plant is pulled after that 
time, it needs to be securely confined in a 
bag and taken to the Transfer Station, and 
NOT to the Green Waste Site. A problem 
with controlling star thistle is that much of 
the seed remains viable for several years 
in the soil, producing what is called a seed 
bank. So, eradication on each plot needs to 
take place each year, with care being taken 

to prevent any seed from reaching the soil.
The hand-pulling project begun in 

1991 was a success. Each volunteer (or 
pair) carefully worked a particular plot 
each season. After three years, the num-
ber of plants emerging each spring was 
greatly reduced and required only mop-up 
surveillance. This effort involved a lot of 
hard work, but was quite successful. There 
are still some areas that have not yet been 
cleared, but with proper attention, can be 
eliminated.

Spotted knapweed is a different prob-
lem. It develops lovely purple flowers 
each summer (Fig. 3), but it tends to take 
over and crowd out other plants. It also 
invades natural landscapes. This plant is 
harder to eliminate because it is more dif-
ficult to remove by hand and has peren-
nial roots that are hard to get rid of. It is 
advisable not to use herbicides if possible. 
However, the County has low-impact her-
bicides that have been used by controlled 
application for spotted knapweed infesta-

tions. Spotted knapweed can be eliminat-
ed from one’s property by continued vigi-
lance and careful sustained hand removal.

The PMC Environmental Control Of-
fice has provided hand-out material (with 
helpful color photographs) in the Club-
house lobby with information about both 
these invasive weeds. The Environmen-
tal staff will be happy to discuss the situ-
ation with anyone wishing to identify and 
remove these weeds from their property. 
There may also be a volunteer effort in the 
near future to remove these plants from 
certain common areas in the community.

Letter to the Editor
Budget

Thank you for posting on the website 
the slides used in the Budget Presentation 
meeting of March 12. Since I could not at-
tend the meeting and the video is not yet 
posted, I have only these slides to go by as 
I consider the proposed budget.

The proposed increase in assessments 
is ascribed partly to increased contribu-
tions to the capital reserve fund as well as 
to a 30% increase in propane costs and 60-
75% increase in gas costs. I do not see in 
the budget slides any mention of replac-
ing equipment with items that would re-
duce our dependency on propane and gas.

Given the need to achieve American 
independence from predatory states like 
Russia or Saudi Arabia, it would be both 
patriotic and in PMCPOA’s own inter-
est to start replacing items in the reserve 
fund with those powered by sustainable 
energy. We could use the budget surpluses 
($203,000 this year) designated for the re-
serve fund to replace obsolete petro-fueled 
tools and appliances. The clubhouse and 
pool should be heated (or cooled) by solar-
generated electricity. Condor Café meals 
should be cooked on electric ranges pow-
ered by solar panels. Other energy could 
be produced from biomass at the Transfer 
Site. (See https://www.eia.gov/energyex-
plained/biomass/waste-to-energy.php.)

Members have made similar sugges-
tions before, but now our nation is in a 

state of crisis and petro energy is becom-
ing ever more unaffordable. If there must 
be an increase in assessments, let us use 
them and the Reserve funds to create a 
way of life in PMC that is sustainable.
